a conference CPJ co-organized at The 
King’s University College in Edmonton. It 
brought together 150 academics, social 
justice practitioners, business leaders, 
trade unionists, Aboriginal peoples, 
environmentalists, and politicians in 
conversation around contentious social, 
economic, and environmental themes.

CPJ organized and contributed to the 
“Faith, Community and Climate Change” 
panel which attracted over 50 partici-
pants. Joe Gunn was also a member of 
the conference’s concluding panel.

ZZ The People’s Social Forum, a national 
event that gathered over 5,000 people 
to discuss various themes 
including impoverishment, 
environmental issues, and 
peace. Janelle Vandergrift 
and the Dignity for All 
campaign presented on 
poverty in Canada.

ZZ Faith in Public : A Public 
Theology for a Public Faith in 
Canada, a course CPJ co-led through 
Waterloo Lutheran Seminary. Joe Gunn 
was an instructor and Karri Munn-Venn 
and JoAnne Lam hosted a workshop on 
Living Ecological Justice. Students attend-
ed Question Period and took part in pub-
lic policy sessions on Aboriginal justice, 
poverty, health, and the environment.

CPJ produced “Living Faithfully into 
a New Climate,” a package of sermon 
notes, bible studies, hymns, and prayers. 
This resource was used by over 30 faith 
communities across Canada during the 
UN Climate Summit in September. It 
included  our widely-publicized infograph-
ic, “Churches Take Action to Tackle 
Climate Change.”

CPJ published 2  
research reports:

ZZ “The Burden of Pov-
erty: A snapshot of 
poverty across Can-
ada” was released 
on October 17. This accessible set of 
materials on the latest poverty data 
in Canada, is being used to support 
national and community-level anti-pov-
erty work across the country.

ZZ “Private Sponsorship and Public Pol-
icy: Political barriers to church-con-
nected refugee resettlement in 
Canada” was released in September. 

This report surveyed sponsorship 
agreement holders and outlined their 
top concerns with federal refugee 
policies including long wait times, cuts 
to refugee health care, and a lack of 
consultation from the government.

CPJ submitted 2 policy briefs:

ZZ Budgeting for the 
Common Good, CPJ’s 
Pre-budget Submission 
to the Finance Committee 
in which we called for the 
federal government to:

•	 Enhance the Working Income Tax 
Benefit 

•	 Implement regulations on carbon pol-
lution from the oil and gas industry

•	 Reverse tax cuts that don’t benefit all 
Canadians

ZZ In Protecting the Vulnerable, CPJ 
urged the Citizenship and Immigration 
Committee to insist that sections 172 
and 173 be removed in their entirety 
from Bill C-43. These sections allow 
provinces and territories to cut social 
assistance to refugees.

Food bank workers 
and anti-poverty advocates joined together 
to call for a National Anti-Poverty Plan and 
collected over 4,000 postcards that were 
sent to the Prime Minister. We increased 
participation from 12 cities in 2013 to 36 
cities in 2014.

FINANCIAL NOTES 
2014 was a year of great blessings for CPJ.  
Thanks to the generous support of our 
membership, our total revenue increased 
by nearly $47,000. And this does not 
include a $25,000 grant (the first of four 
installments) towards the home-of-our-
own objective in our “Building Public Justice 
Together” campaign. 

Our financial success is a direct result of 
you, our supporters, sharing in our vision 
of public justice in Canada, believing in the 
work we do, and answering the call of the 
campaign.

The expenditure side of the equation was 
equally good. Expenses were lower than 
2013 by nearly $50,000.  This was in part 
due to our 50th anniversary celebrations 
and travel in 2013 as well as the timing of 
filling staff positions.

We have much to be thankful for. However, 
we must also keep our eyes focused on 
the future. Beginning next January, we 
face a challenge of replacing $90,000 in 
income that has been part of a multi-year 
grant, concluding at the end of 2015. As 
such, ongoing strategies to increase our 
membership, outreach, and financial 
resources remain a priority.

I would like to thank the members of 
the Finance Committee and staff who 
concentrate on the financial aspects 
of CPJ. In truth, though, it is everyone’s 
responsibility to help ensure the ongoing 
viability and growth of CPJ. We give thanks 
for such a positive year.
