I am writing to express my support for bold and ambitious federal action to address climate change. Because of this, I am writing to you today to ask for strong federal policy on climate mitigation and adaptation. · be grounded in the principles of the Paris Agreement, especially those of equity and responsibility based on circumstance;
· clearly establish the federal leadership role and define expectations for federal, provincial, and territorial action;
· establish a new, science-based emissions reduction target, consistent with limiting the global temperature increase to 1.50C, as advocated for by Minister McKenna at COP21;
· outline a clear and measurable plan for a just transition to 100% renewable energy by 2050;
· eliminate all subsidies to fossil fuel industries, and instead invest in a green economy;
· coordinate the placement of a strong a predictable price on carbon pollution that is set at least $30/tonne of GHG and increases over time;
· anticipate and prepare for adaptation needs in Canada, especially in northern and coastal communities;
· allocate generous funding for climate adaptation efforts abroad.
I urge you to support these ambitious federal legislative steps that will lead to strong climate action in Canada. 
I will continue to follow the public consultation on federal climate policy closely. Please let me know how I, and other people of faith, can actively engage in this process.
